
The success of the spring fund-raiser allowed 4 Oneworld to begin funding the computer 
literacy project at the St. Kizito Secondary School in Uganda, East Africa.

Thanks to your financial donations, IT  teacher and network administrator, Denis Mwai began 
teaching computer lessons to the Senior I and II students in May. The students are learning 
computer theory, but there is little “hands on” training. There are between 70 and 90 students 
in each class. St. Kizito currently has only 17 computers. That means about four students
work at each computer; so some never even get to touch a keyboard. 

Your contributions have made it possible to add 25 refurbished Pentium III computers, a 
server, a laser printer, and a DVD/RW. We expect the computers to arrive so that the 
computer lab will be ready for the next semester beginning in mid-September. That means 
only two students per computer! 

4 Oneworld has purchased equipment through U-Connect, a non-profit in Uganda that 
supplies computers to schools throughout Uganda. Visit www.uconnect.org to learn more 
about this inspiring organization.
